American Literature Native American Storytelling Group Project
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Directions: Locate a newspaper article or historical account of an event (contemporary or historical) that demonstrates something about the struggles, successes, or culture of the Native Americans. This must be an actual event and must be from a non-fiction source.   The article must be at least one to two pages in length in order for you to successfully complete this assignment.  You and your partners must find a way to turn this article into a story / myth to share as if you are a Native American storyteller. You must be able to turn it into a story that teaches a lesson that can be inferred by the members of our “tribe.”  .  
Example: I could use a story about a young Native American who wants to wear his hair long as is his tribe’s custom. However, the school which he attends forbids it.  First, my group and I will need to read this article and make sure we understand it.  We should also paraphrase key portions.  Then, we will need to write the script.  For example, we could turn the young boy into the archetypal hero who goes on a quest to protect his tribe.  His family goes with him as sidekicks to help him fight this.  The school could be some sort of enemy.  Have fun and be creative!!! 
Requirements:

· You will write the story as a script, identifying the speaker for each part. This script must successfully paraphrase the issues / information present in your article.  Please underline this and identify which part is paraphrased. 
· Your story must include an excellent example of imagery, highlighted and labeled in the script.
· Your story needs to include at least one archetype discussed in class.  

· Each person needs to have a speaking role in the presentation.

· The end of your presentation requires a conclusion that highlights the lessons that can be learned from the “story” and makes a connection/s to what you have learned about the history of Native Americans from our readings.  This needs to be typed on your script as well.

· A work cited for your source (see Owl Purdue for examples, i.e. a newspaper article citation)

· Costumes and props/creativity

· Effort
Make sure at least two people have a copy of your article and script in case of absences.
